Indep endent Study Policy & Guidelines

Introduction
Independent Study is an opportunity for students to earn academic credit for learning outside the formal class structure, under

the individual direction of a faculty member. Independent Study is provided to fill an academic need of importance to the
student that cannot be filled by the regular curriculum.

Policies/Eligibility
1. The College allows a maximum of 6 hours of Independent Study degree credit towards the BS, but major departments

may be more restrictive. A maximum of 3 hours may be taken in any one semester. Prior written approval, via the
College’s Independent Study Agreement, is  required prior to any initiation of course work.
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
